4. Georgian, Abkhazian and South-Ossetian journalists are allowed to enter in the competition.

5. There is no restriction to the number of entries.

6. The journalist certifies that he/she has the right to distribute the writing(s).
7. These entry rules and the conditions on the entry form are binding.

11. The writings can be submitted in either English, Georgian or Russian.

12. File names must consist of a sequence number (1, 2, 3, etc.) and a category code. 

13. Each writing must be saved using the following coding mechanism:

· Article (AR)

· News Item on a human rights topic (NI)

16. Entries are judged by their news value and the author’s writing skills.

17. An expert jury will decide on the winners of each category.
